New Zealand-born singer/songwriter Jackie
Bristow, who has spent the last several years
plying her trade and making contacts in Los Angeles, somehow found her
way to Big Sur and a gig at the Henry Miller Library's grassy front lawn
stage several months ago.

While in Australia she met Mark
Punch, a legendary guitarist down under, who became an important
mentor and guitar teacher.

She had put the guitar down while in school studying music, intimidated
by guitar-driven guys. Instead she concentrated on her singing.

But when she struck out on her own, she realized that to move freely and
support herself, she would need to bring the guitar back into the picture.

In walked Punch, who has continued to support her as a sideman and
co-writer on some of her songs. He appears on her second full-length
recording "Crazy Love."

"I'm pretty optimistic," she said about her burgeoning music career. "l've
had some really great reviews in Austin and Nashville, and great shows in
Los Angeles. I've built up a good fan base, and there are lots of industry
people that have become fans and friends and allies. (Among them are
Larry Klein and Larry Goldings.)

"I'm going to New Zealand soon to release my album. We have
distribution through Universal there and I'm going to tour, which will be
fun.

Bristow has several high-profile support slots in her portfolio, including
tours with Art Garfunkel, Daniel Lanois and Madeline Peyroux.

They played the Big Sur JazzFest and around town before they all
continued their educations and careers separately for a while.

They reformed in 2005 as Palo Colorado, and released their self-titled
debut recording under the new name.

Cellist and guitarist Eggleston made a big impression (no surprise) while
attending Berklee College of Music in Boston on the full Monterey Jazz
Festival-awarded Jimmy Lyons Scholarship, and has gone on to make his
name known as a wildly creative rock-inspired cellist on the acoustic
music scene with Darol Anger and currently with Crooked Still.

Anyone who has followed his career knows that his spirited creative force
is also a part of the show.

Georis and Gabriel Cazes, a French drummer Georis befriended while
studying music in Paris, make up the nucleus of the Butt Wizards, an
improvisational trio led by Eggleston with songs of wild adventures made
comic through the antics of the three colorfully costumed men.

Palo Colorado and the Butt Wizards will be doing soft CD releases at the
event that gets started at 2 p.m. Tickets are $15 and will be available at
the door.
